HOMEWORK  POLICY

Rationale and purpose :

· It is expected that from the start of first year right through to sixth year that each student will devise a suitable routine for homework.

· Homework is given to revise what is taught during the school day, this helps to consolidate and reinforce the students’ learning.

· Homework will encourage students to study effectively on their own through assignments and further research, thus developing new skills.

Journal :

· Students are expected to record all homework assigned into their homework journal.

· It is recommended that parents ensure that assigned homework is done and will support the school in any sanction used to encourage students to do homework.

· The journal must be available at all times for teachers.

· The journal will be used as a method of parent-teacher communication.

Time spent on homework :

The following are merely guidelines and the time spent depends on the individual student :

	1st Year
	1.5       hours per night

	2nd Year
	2          hours per night

	3rd Year
	2 – 2.5 hours per night

	4th Year
	Will depend on project work and assignments.

	5th Year
	2.5-3   hours per night

	6th Year
	3          hours per night.
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Supervised study and study skills :

· Supervised study is available in the school for all years at a minimal cost.

· Study skills are offered to all students through Dean of Study, Seminars and the Guidance Counsellor.

Special Educational Needs :
The homework requirements for any student with SEN will vary depending on the individual’s ability.

Feedback for Students :
It is important for students to receive feedback on the quality of their work.  The method of feedback will vary according to subject and teacher.

Extracurricular/Outings :
Where students are absent or are involved in school activities, each student is responsible for getting and doing all appropriate homework.
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
